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1.  What is Movie Maker?

Movie Maker easily creates movies with simple drag and drop functions.  You can turn most anything into a movie from still pictures and PowerPoint slides to video clips.  You can also use Movie Maker as video editing software.
2. Where can I get Movie Maker?
It is actually free and you might even already have it.  If you don’t auto update windows, First Update Windows by completing the following:
a. Open Internet Explorer

b. Click Tools – Windows Update

c. Restart Computer

Now you should have Movie Maker(  Go to start, accessories, Movie Maker.
